      Description of opportunity

	The Department of Agriculture, Environment and Rural Affairs (DAERA) is offering a secondment opportunity for a Senior Science Advisor (Science Advice & Engagement) to support the Department’s Chief Scientific Adviser (CSA) in leading and managing DAERA’s Science System.
DAERA has a reliance on science to help achieve its strategic outcomes. Science is used inform policy development, meet statutory obligations, measure outcomes, provide advice and information, manage risks to society and support rural areas.  Science evidence will be critically important in informing DAERA’s response to key strategic challenges, including transition from the EU, climate change and sustainable economic growth, and will be essential to finding the right solutions to deliver the net zero requirements while also protecting and enhancing air and water quality and biodiversity.
DAERA’s CSA is the Department’s leader and champion of science, performing a strategic role, both internally and externally with the aim of DAERA’s science being innovative, collaborative and transformative.  The CSA is the senior science adviser, leader and champion for the department, providing oversight, co-ordination and governance of science and working with science partners. 
The Senior Science Adviser will lead on DAERA’s internal and external engagement with science partners to ensure the best possible scientific and technical advice is provided to the Minister, policy colleagues, and senior civil servants.

The postholder will build and strengthen strategic alliances and collaborations with external partners and stakeholders, to enhance the quality and value for money DAERA achieves for its science, ensuring our science priorities are represented and that the impact of our investment in science is optimised. 



      Main objectives of the opportunity

	The post-holder will lead on Science Advice and Engagement through:  

· The Provision of Science Support / Advice:

· provide advice, support and assurance to the CSA to inform setting the strategic direction for science in DAERA; horizon scanning and Emergency Response Capability and contingency planning;
· Work closely with senior CSAO colleagues to prioritise and provide appropriate scientific support to DAERA policy leads;
· evaluate the validity and viability of new science proposals and provide well informed advice across the full spectrum of disciplines within DAERA’s remit;
· identify and draw on the advice and experience of experts across a wide range of fields, where required, to reach aid decision making;
· ensure science advice and analysis used to support decision making and policy development is appropriately challenged and is robust, relevant and high quality;
· perform a challenge function on how science is used to provide assurance to the CSA on responses to science policy issues;
· draw together current developments in science to provide robust advice on to the DAERA High Level Science Advisory Group to optimise its effectiveness for DAERA.

· Effective Stakeholder Engagement
· Lead on developing and implementing an external engagement strategy to strengthen partnerships with key science providers and stakeholders (for example NICS departments, CSA offices in the UK  and ROI; academia; research funders and relevant business and community representative organisations);
· Act as a conduit between DAERA’s external and internal stakeholders, to ensure effective engagement across the DAERA science system;
· lead on the exploration and establishment of new science collaboration opportunities, optimising the scientific and monetary benefits for DAERA;
· work with CSA offices and Heads of Profession across departments and administrations to share good practice and to identify and resolve cross-cutting science issues.

4. At least 2 years’ senior leadership level experience demonstrating your effectiveness at providing expert and detailed advice to senior*** colleagues, or taking decisions personally, on strategic issues concerning the organisation.

**Science-based issues are defined as either: research and development, or testing/analysis, or provision of advice and information on scientific matters or the dissemination or application of the results of scientific research.

***Senior colleagues -  defined as advice to a Chief Executive or a Board in an organisation; in the Northern Ireland Civil Service this would include providing advice to Ministers, Senior Officials and Departmental Boards.
